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Financial assistance for students with disabilities (Viklang/ Divyang)

1. Objective

a. To support Kutchhi Bhanushali students with disabilities to study further

in order to prepare themselves to earn their livelihood and to find a digni-

fied place for themselves in the society as they face several barriers physi-

cal, financial, psychological, mental in pursuing studies and living with dig-

nity. At times such students are deprived of harnessing their latent skills

and thereby miss the opportunity.

b. To support students with disabilities for their study so that the incidence

of drop-out, especially in the transition from elementary to the secondary

stage is minimized.

c. To improve participation of students with disabilities in classes 9 and 10

and the pre-matric stage of education.

2. Scholarship / Award

a. The scholarship awards will be given annually through OEF to students

who are pursuing studies/courses. The scholarship will be given to differ-

ent categories of disabled students as under:

i. Students with orthopedic disability

ii. Students with blindness or low vision

iii. Students with Leprosy-cured

iv. Students with Locomotor Disability

v. Students with hearing disability
